Unit Leader Award of Merit: Quality unit leader-
ship is the key to a quality unit pro-
gram and leaders to better Scout
retention. The Boy Scouts of cre-
ated the Unit Leader Award of Merit

to recognize the quality unit leaders — Cubmas-

ters, Scoutmaster or Crew Advisor — who make
that happen. This award is approved by National.

The William D. Boyce New-Unit Organizer
Award is presented to recognize
volunteers who organize one or
more traditional Scouting units. For

this award, only one volunteer can be recognized

as the organizer for a new unit. Download form at
the above link.

"On My Honor" Service to Youth Award is a
Powahay District recognition pre-
sented to volunteers at a Pack, Troop
or Crew level. Individuals are nomi-
nated by their commissioner or their
peers. Nominations do not have to be
registered with your unit but must

demonstrate Scouting service to your unit. A person
can be nominated for consecutive years. No more
than 4 nominations per unit and those nomi-
nated should attend the dinner to be recognized.

Making A Difference Award was introduced to rec-
ognize volunteers at the unit level
that have provided long term ex-
ceptional service. Five or more
years of Scouting service should
be considered in the nomination.
