HOW TO BECOME A POMPERAUG DISTRICT MERIT BADGE COUNSELOR

To sign up as a NEW counselor. (It does not matter if you are already registered in another position) you will need to send FIVE items to Chester Bankowski, the Merit Badge Counselor List Manager.  DO NOT SEND ANYTHING TO THE COUNCIL OFFICE.  There is no fee to become a counselor and you do not need unit approval.  Without these five items, your application will be put in the incomplete pile. 

1) Adult Application Disclosure Authorization page signed by you (Old Form Page 4 – New Form Page 9)

2) Adult Application filled out and signed by you, no other signatures required. (Old Form Page 5 – New Form Page 3)

3) The Merit Badge Counselor Application filled out completely. (link below)

4) A copy of your Youth Protection Training certificate. (Need a new one EVERY Year – This is a council   rule) (printing instructions below)

5) A copy of your Merit Badge Counselor Training certificate (only need to take once – either on-line or in person)

These are --- Archery, Canoeing, Climbing, Kayaking, Lifesaving, Rifle Shooting, Rowing, Scuba Diving, Shotgun Shooting, Snow Sports, Swimming, Whitewater.

Under Helpful links there is a Sign Up to be a Merit Badge Counselor item that will open the form to fill out.
